BYE-LAW No. (4} OF 2006
ABOUT OVERLAND TOURIST CAMPS

We, Hamdan Bin Mohammed bin
Rashid Al Maktoum,
Chairman of the Executive Council.

After perusal of Law No.(3) of 2003 in
respect of the formation of the Executive

Council of the Emirate of Dubai, and the

Law No. (1) of 1997 _in respect of the
establishment of the Department of
Tourism and Commerce Marketing and
its amendments, and Law No.(2) of

2002 in respect of the Overland Tourist

Safaris in the Emirate of Dubai,

We issue the following bye-law:

Article (1)

This bye-law shail be cited as the "the
Bye-law of Overland Tourist Camps in
the Emirate of Dubai No. (4) of 2008”.

Article (2)

In this bye-law, unless the context
otherwise requires, the following words
and phrases shall have the meanings
respectively assigned to them:

Department : Department of Tourism and
Commerce Marketing.

Director General: Director General of the
Department.

Vehicles and Drivers Licensing
Authority: Dubai police headquarters.

Tourism Establishment: Any
establishment owned by a natural or
corporate person licensed by the
Department to organize inbound tours
and/or incentive tourism.

Overland Tourist Camp: Any camp set
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up by the tourism establishment in the
desert or mountainous areas or the
valleys in accordance with the conditions
issued by the Department.

Tourism Vehicle: The four-wheel drive
vehicle, satisfying the technical
inspection conditions and pemmitted to be
used in tourism transport.

Private Tourist Camp: One or more

temporary tents set up for the purpose of

excursion and without any commercial
utilization.

Article (3)

No tourism establishment may establish’

an overland tourist camp without a permit
from the Department,

Article (4)

The permit for setting up an overland
tourist camp shall be issued for one year
or more, and its validity is linked to the
validity of the licence of the tourism
establishment.

Article (5)

The Department shall collect an annual
fee in respect of the establishment of the
camp in accordance with Schedule No.
(1) of this Bye-law. The Department shali
also obtain a proportional fee for the
permit in respect of the fractions of the
year, and the fractions of the month shall
be deemed to be a full month.

Article (6)

The tourism establishment shall obtain
an all-risk policy covering the persons
staying at the camp against accidents
and damages to them or their belongings
during their stay at the camp or their
participation in entertainment and sports
activities, unless the insurance policy
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pertaining to the activities of the inbound
tour operator covers the dangers which
may occur in the camp. The insurance
policy must be valid for the period of the
validity of the licence and expires one
month after the license expiry date.

Article (7)

The tourism establishment holding a

permit for establishing an overland tourist.

camp, may not change its location
without the consent of the Department.

Article (8)

The Director General shall specify the

conditions for issuing a permit to set up
an overland tourist camp, and may
exempt any tourism establishment from
one or more conditions once and for a
period not exceeding one year.

Article (9)

The Department's inspectors, specified
by the Director General, shall have the
powers of the judicial officers during the
performance of their functions as to the
discovery and recording the
contraventions taking place contrary to
the provisions of this Bye-law and the
regulations and decisions issued by the
Director General in this respect.

Article (10)

The Director General or his authorized
representative shall be entitled to impose
one or more of the administrative
penalties provided for in Appendix No.
(2) of this Bye-law upon any person
contravening any of the provisions of this
Bye-law or the regulations issued there
under.

Article (11)

Any person, upon whom an administrative
penalty is imposed, may submit an
appeal, within fifteen days from
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summoning with the contravention, by a
piaint to the Director General. The appeal
shall be determined within twenty-one
days, either by dismissal or acceptance or
amendment of the penalty.

Article (12)

The stipulations of this Bye-law shall not
apply to private overland camps:

Article {13)

The Director General shall issue the

regulations and decisions necessary for

the implementation of the provisions of
this Bye-law.

Article (14)

This Bye-law shall be published in the
official gazette and shail come into force
after three months from the date of its
publication.

- After perusal of Bye-law No.(4) of 2006 about Overland Tourist Camps, |

We issue the following Regulatory Rules:

Any tourism establishment w1$h1ng to obtain an Overland Tourist Camp Permit must
have the following:

A license valid for not less than one month

Five tourism vehicles and a tourist bus with a capacity for 45 passengers,
manufactured within the last five years, all owned by the establishment and
carrying its name in Arabic and English.

Five drivers employed by the establishment and holding a valid “Advanced
Overland Driving License” issued by the Vehicle & Drivers Licensing Authority,
whereas two of them must have completed an approved First Aid course at any
licensed medical body.

Five Tour Guides Licensed by the Department working for the establishment,
with valid licenses.

Rental Contract from Dubai Municipality.

Dubai Municipality approval declaring that the camp meets its conditions and
technical specifications, as well as Civil Defense approval.

Availability of a person qualified to provide first aid during visitors’ stay at the
camp, and the availability of the first aid requirements listed in Schedule No. (2)
attached to the Overland Tourist Safaris Bye-law No.(2) of 2002.

Availability of a mobile phone (phone connected to a Satellite Network) at the
camp to ensure communications.

One GPS to be used by the driver of the tourism vehicle/leader of the convoy
during the visitors’ transportation to the overland tourism camp.

10) Participation in the Electronic Linkage System with the concerned departments.
11) Entering the required data regarding its employees and the tour patticipants or the

overland tourist camp occupants, in the Electronic Linkage System.
